In fact one year I made 96 bridesmaids, six brides and four miniature bride dresses.  There are several reasons why I have taken a siesta from the dress.  Foremost I have had a banner 1st quarter with record machine sales.  Word of mouth advertising Jeff’s service, my training, and competitive prices along with the fact that Pfaff is ranked the best machine bring customers from all over the state. Not only will she open an embroidered cherrywood quilt designed and quilted by me with the binding on, but she will also have her matching sheets and my signature King size pillow sham.  You see, everyone knows Donna works best under pressure at the last minute and therefore all you gals worrying about the dress, no worries! Incidentally the shower is one week from today and Ashley thinks her present is the mixer I already gave her!

And then, some customers changed their mind and I already had border kits cut.  So – I’ve decided to re-cut some monthly blocks and offer embroidered blocks instead of the cheater panel. I know, sounds kind of sick but the suede look of Cherrywood is irresistible to the touch, and because it is hand-dyed there is variation in dye lots.  Also, online, besides shipping costs, you must buy in pre-determined sets of 4 colors or eight colors and they are only available in 1/4, 1/2, and 1 yard cuts.  At Stitches 'N Tyme we break down the sets so you can buy a single fat quarter of just one color.  Cherrywood never qualifies for discounts or sales at Stitches 'N Tyme because we price our Cherrywood the same as online only you don't have to pay shipping.  Translated, I really don't make money selling Cherrywood.  Why carry it?  It's my own personal stash.
